· Communicate any injuries to coaches promptly.
· Communicate effectively with teammates.
· Be prepared to work hard for success.
Parent Expectations
· Remember that your child is playing for their enjoyment, not yours.
· Offer encouragement and positive feedback, not criticism.
· Please refrain from coaching from the sidelines. It can distract and confuse players.
· Encourage your child to do their best and work as a team.
· Avoid using car rides to and from games as coaching or debriefing sessions.
· Be a positive role model.
· If you have concerns about coaching, please discuss them directly with the coach in a private setting, away from training or games.
